Future trends of EC TRACECA Interregional Programme
and its role in integration process

Mr. Chairman!
Ladies and Gentlemen!

First of all, | want to express a special thanks for the invitation to participate in such a
significant transport conference and wish to make a presentation on TRACECA
(Transport Corridor Europe — Caucasus — Asia) Programme and its meaning in
international integration process.

This programme was initiated by European Union (EU) as an additional route to the
existing transport corridors and is a catalyst for transport infrastructure and economic
development in TRACECA countries.

This project conforms to the global strategy of European Union towards the TRACECA
member-states (Republic of Armenia, Azerbaijan Republic, Republic of Bulgaria, Georgia, Republic of
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Republic of Moldova, Mongolia, Romania, Republic of Tajikistan,
Turkmenistan, Republic of Turkey, Republic of Uzbekistan, Ukraine) and pursues the following
objectives:

* Assistance to political and economic sustainability;

* Promoting future regional cooperation to attract and facilitate investments from
International Financial Institutions (IFI) and private investors;

* Promoting optimal integration of the international Transport Corridor Europe -
Caucasus - Asia “TRACECA” with Trans-European Networks (TENS).

The leaders of the partner states consider that the TRACECA route is of strategic
importance, by assuring them of an alternative transport link to Europe.

Furthermore, it is seen as complementary to commercial exchanges between these
countries and the Far East, evoking the possibility of the ancient Silk Route becoming
once again a major trade corridor.

And a historic Summit which took place on September 8-9, 1998, in Baku , Azerbaijan
Republic has served a graphic example of the aforesaid.

The key-note event of this Summit has become the signing by 12 countries of the Basic
Multilateral Agreement on International Transport for the development of the Corridor
Europe — Caucasus —Asia “TRACECA” and unlike the Serakhs Agreement earlier
signed by four states the MLA is open for the other states to join it.



The objectives of the "Basic Multilateral Agreement on International Transport for the
Development of the Transport Corridor Europe-Caucasus-Asia" and its Technical
Annexes on international rail and road transport, international commercial maritime
navigation, customs and documentation procedures are as follows:

* to develop economic relations, trade and transport communication in the regions
of Europe, the Black Sea, the Caucasus, the Caspian Sea and Asia;

* to facilitate access to the international market;

* to ensure traffic safety, security of goods and environmental protection;

* to harmonize transport policy and legal framework in the field of transport;

* to create equal conditions of competition between different types of transport.

During the 10-years period, TRACECA implemented 53 projects (39 technical assistance
and 14 investment projects) for a total of over Euro (€) 110 million.

Half of this budget was used for investment projects to make TRACECA more attractive
and create a favorable investment climate.

For this period investment projects with a total budget more than € 52 million Euro were
implemented in TRACECA countries. These projects are linked with improvement
infrastructure, and as an example | want to mention:

* Rehabilitation of Caucasus railways

* Rehabilitation of Red Bridge and construction of TRACECA Bridge

* Construction of the cotton export distribution center in Bukhara, Uzbekistan

* Construction of the port container terminals in Baku and Turkmenbashi

« Supply of goods and containers handling equipment for the sea ports of
Baku, Turkmenbashi, Poti and llyichevsk

* Intermodal/terminal facilities for Armenia and Central Asian countries

» Establishment of Black Sea rail ferry connection between llyichevsk and
Poti

* Reconstruction of rail ferry bridge in the port of Aktau

Supply of optical cable for communication and signaling of railways of

Azerbaijan, Armenia and Georgia

Ferry freight transport computer system llyichevsk - Poti

Cleaning boilers for rail tank wagons in Azerbaijan

Supply of tank-wagons for Azerbaijan Railway

Supply of navigation equipment for Caspian ports of Baku, Turkmenbashi,

Aktau and many others.

One of the main objectives of the TRACECA programme is the development of Black
and Caspian Sea transport connections.

The investments were provided to the ports of Poti, Batumi, llyichevsk, Varna, Baku,
Aktau, Turkmenbashi, and to the shipping companies operating on the lines of Black
Sea and the Caspian Sea.

The technical assistance and small-scale investment projects provided through
TRACECA has helped to attract large investments from IFls, such as the World Bank
(WB), the European Bank of Reconstruction and Development (EBRD), the Asian
Development Bank (ADB), the Islamic Development Bank (IDB), the Kuwait Fund of

Arabic Economic Development who have made a number of commitments for capital
projects on ports, railways and roads along the TRACECA route totalling over Euro 700
million.

In addition Private Investors and other donors, mainly Japanese financing, have already
invested over USD 1 billion on transport infrastructures of TRACECA Member States.

For the years of development, TRACECA turned to be a strong catalyst for development
of transport networks and international relations of the member-states, which started
joining International Conventions and Agreements, regulating international and transit
transport and harmonizing customs procedures.

At present, TRACECA is considered to be one of the most significant international
organizations, making a great input in economic development of the region.

TRACECA takes and active part in humanitarian acts of the world community for
Afghanistan.

On it's annual meeting the IGC TRACECA defined future development strategy of the
programme, and approved by consensus the Action Plan, aimed at transport
infrastructure improvement and transport of humanitarian goods to Afghanistan.

Along with the overall development of sea, railway and road transport in the region, the
Programme attaches priority importance to the unified transport policy, harmonized and
unified common legal basis in TRACECA countries, as the factors facilitating economic
and trade relations development by means of:

* Harmonisation of Border Crossing Procedures, including Customs
Harmonisation, the establishment of Trade Facilitation Working Groups and
simplified procedures at each TRACECA border post.

The national Working Groups members, within TRACECA, comprise the major
entities for customs, border crossing and representatives of commerce and
transport.

This process of consultation will move initiatives of change towards the
implementation of Customs Agreements among the TRACECA countries in the
coming years.

Above all, it will create a facilitation platform for increased trade and regional
economic wealth.

This platform is already established through the TRACECA National Secretaries
and supported by the TRACECA Intergovernmental Commission,
recommendations have been proposed, many have been accepted and it only
remains for the final ratification of these recommendations so that improvements
can be put in place at the TRACECA border crossings.

* Unification of Transit Fees and Tariffs via ensuring the continued
competitiveness of the TRACECA corridor for all transport modes through good
marketing and incentive pricing, encouraging the implementation of a simplified
system of rail and maritime tariffs for all new or additional cargo through
TRACECA, encouraging the implementation of a more equitable road permit
system based on international accepted practices.



* Common legal basis - Common Transport Policy, development of the Multi
Lateral Agreement, implement change to legislation and adjustments to the Basic
Multilateral Agreement on International Transport for Development of TRACECA
(MLA) to strengthen and normalize legislation in each country. Many TRACECA
countries seek to emulate European legislation and this will be used as the target
for change.

All above will ensure reduction of transport time and costs while transporting along the
TRACECA transport corridor.

Scott Wilson, as lead contractor on the Harmonisation of Border Crossing Procedures
and Unified Policy of Transit Fees and Tariffs projects are represented here today and
they will be able to deal with any enquiries from delegates during this conference or
afterwards.
