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3.0 Monthly Report Contract
3.1 Construction of Gasan Su Chay and Shamkir Bridges

The scope of this project is the construction of two bridges — Gasan Su Chay and
Shemkir Chay on the Ganja to Gazakh road.

At each bridge site, there is the remains of a project that was aborted. The existing
Shemkir Chay Bridge (chainage 382+690) is a structure of 3 spans — bridge length 67.88
m — bridge width 8.5 m. The aborted bridge structure is located to the North and
downstream of the existing bridge. The new bridge over Shemkir Chay River will be
located upstream on the proposed second carriageway of the road. The design bridge is
3 spans, Reinforced Concrete Bridge, with 11.50 m carriageway with and 1.00 m. width
walkways. Span scheme of the designed bridge is 3 x 22.2 meters.

The existing Gasan Su Chay Bridge (chainage 447+650) is a structure of total length
37.94 m. and the width of the old bridge is 8.5 m. The aborted bridge structure is
downstream and partially will be utilized into the construction of the bridge. The design
bridge over Gasan Su Chay will be located downstream on the proposed second
carriageway of the road. The designed bridge is a 3 span, Reinforced Concrete Bridge,
with carriageway width equal to 11.5 meters and 1.00-meter width walkways. Span
scheme of the designed bridge is 12 + 18 + 12 meter.

The Contractor has provided an accommodation (flat) in Baku and shall provide a house
in Ganja by the end of July 2003

c) Consultant’s office equipment and vehicles

e Office

The site office (container) is on place on site but not connected to electricity and
equipped for work yet. The Contractor has received the list of equipment and stationary
required. The Contractor did not make the office fully operational by middle of June 2003.
They have been failing behind their contractual obligations and been instructed to speed
up and make the office operational by the July 15, 2003.

e Vehicles

The Consultants have requested their vehicles Feb 25, 2003 but do not have received
them yet. The Contractor stated that since they obtain the advance payment their
intentions are to supply two out of three of the required vehicles as soon as the middle

and end of July 2003.

3.3.3 Contractor’s Mobilization and staff

a Contractor’s staff

The Contractor establishment on site started 10" March 2003. This commenced with the
renting of staff accommodation in proximity to the Shemkir Chay Bridge Project. The

Contractor has been instructed to submit a list of staff working on site as such
information has not been provided during the Monthly Progress Meeting June 27, 2003.

b Contractor’s machinery and equipment

The Contractor employs at present a Dozer, Crane and a Truck. They have been
instructed to submit a list of machinery and equipment working on site as such
information has not been provided during the Monthly Progress Meeting.

c Contractor’s concrete yard

In accordance with the Client instructions the Contractor shall use their yard in Baku to
prefabricate the prefabricated units required for the Project.

d Laboratory

Since the most of the prefabricated units will be precast in Baku the Contractor intent to used
his laboratory facilities available in Baku. For the concrete produced on site they are looking
into two options as follows:

i) To develop a concrete lab on site or to

ii) Rent the concrete lab in the vicinity of Shemkir town.
The Contractor has been instructed what ever his intentions are, but they have to act swiftly
and to come with final decision and implement it. The Contractor has been asked to produce
the full list of laboratory equipment they intent to used.

e. Offices

The Contractor office (container) is on site, but is not connected to electricity or equipped.
They have been instructed to complete the furnishing and make the office functional by Middle

of July 2003

3.4 PROGRAMME OF WORKS

Programme of Works has been requested on 3 March 2003, but the Contractor did not
submit it yet due to the fact that the Contractor is busy with redesigning the Works in
accordance with the Client instructions. Consultant's comments have been forwarded June 20,
2003 and the Contractor is to respond. As soon as the redesign is reviewed and approve by
locals authority they should be able to produce the Works Programme. That is expected to be
by middle of July 2003

3.5 PROGRESS OF THE WORKS TO DATE
3.5.1 Cleaning and Demolishing works on aborted existing Bridge structures

The Contractor completed the demolishing Works on existing aborted structures at Shemkir
Chay Bridge and Gasan Chay Bridge in the first week since he take possession of the site

3.5.2 Earthworks for bridge construction

The earth works have been started at Shemkir Chay Bridge on piers foundations at the
beginning of April and consequently abandoned due to recent spring snow melting. The waters
were strong and turbulent. Consequently the first redesign has not been accepted and second
version has been submitted but not approved yet. At present they are busy excavating for
abutment foundation at Shemkir Chay Bridge on Baku approach site. Further the Contractor
has been advised on several occasions to start with preliminary bulk earth works on the

Approach Roads.

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The Contractor has started prefabricating some of the piers at the Concrete yard in
Baku with out notifying us. They have been instructed that the structures produced have
been rejected and will not be paid under this Contract unless otherwise they proof the
quality. Further they have been advised that they might proceed with production further
only, as soon as they submit and received approval of the Concrete Job Mix, long
outstanding and requested since March 11, 2003. Consequently the Contractor lodge
request for approval of rejected prefabricated units. The request is under review and as
soon as the concrete job mix has been approved shall be considered.
